Keeping it all in balance 

   Summer: it is the best of times; it is the hottest of times.  A great time to be a sno-cone; not so much for a 

snowball.

Or, maybe we give the bulk of   

ourselves to caring for our families (social), but our spirituality lays dormant.   And so on and so on….  

Here’s an easy rule of thumb: if the very idea of trying to balance all these things sounds exhausting, then 

you, my friend, are out of balance! 

   Summer is known as a time for play.  Most of us so desperately need to bring play back into our lives!  

And I’m not really talking about one-person video games or computer games.  No, play is usually a little 

more active and involves two or three or lots of people.  It’s about having fun just for fun’s sake.  Because 

fun, like music, is food for the soul. 

   This summer, I’m going to be encouraging the very busy people who serve as leaders of our church to take 

it easy.  Relax a little.  Soak up some sun.  Ride a bike.  Eat some watermelon around a picnic table.  Play 

some softball or dominos or Frisbee.  Nap a little.  All the important work of the church will still be here 

waiting come the autumn.  And, don’t worry; I’ll keep an eye on things. 

   Take a look through this newsletter.  I think you’ll find things that will feed some 

of your neglected SOSPIE pieces.  Keep an eye out for special worships and       

fellowship times.
