     Fire Protection District Trustee Denny Davis reported to the village 
board that at the end of the month the fire department is scheduled to 
close on the purchase of a building on the corner of Linden and Pease 
Streets.  The building will replace three of their four facilities. The west 
side station shared with village maintenance workers, the ESDA (now 
known as EMA, Emergency Management Agencyôs) building off of the 
alley on Main St, and the ESDA/EMA storage building along US 45.  
Since the building is located in the Tax Increment Financing District, TIF, 
the village trustees through a straw poll agreed to give the fire district 
$50,000 towards the purchase  from TIF funds.  The official vote will 
come when the paper work is completed. 

Arbor Day Event Planned 
   Last month Ameren Vegetation Super-
visor Rick Johnson gave members some 
good advice on planting trees and the 
doôs and donôts around utility lines.
